In March 2000, the Dolly Parton Imagination Library began providing free books to children 

under five to ensure that all children – regardless of their family’s income – are prepared to 

succeed in school. This program not only supports early reading skills and literacy, but it also 

provides activities for parents and children to do together to strengthen the social and emotional 

foundations of young children.  

 

How does it work? 
Each month, registered children receive a brand new, age appropriate book in the mail until they 

turn five. In their very last month of the program, they receive Look Out Kindergarten, Here I
